HMS Beagle

In June 1831, the HMS Beagle set sail from England under
the command of Commander Robert Fitz Roy on a 4 year
surveying mission. Accompanying Fitz Roy on this voyage
was 22 year-old Charles Darwin.

After three years of surveying the South American coast, the
HMS Beagle reached San Cristobal (Chatham) in Septem-
ber 1835.
